The HCAS has, in its first six months of existence, drawn a total of 453
to its 14 meetings, This means an averarse of just over 32 persons per
meeting, The breakdown by months is as imdicated helow:

By far the best month attendance wise was February with an average of over
48 persons per meeting, This high average cam be attributed, in part, to

a large number who came to the meetings out of curiosity, with Iittle in-

Cf the fourtecn programs completed to date, four featured movies and nine
featured speakers. One of the mzetings was devoted totally to coemstitution
business with neither a speaker nor movie featured, The four movie programs
drew 114 persons, for an average of about 28 perscns. The speakers brcught
395 persons to nine meetings, an average of about 36 persons. However, there
was only one movie program during the first seven meetings when attendance
was highest, thus averares vresented may be misleading.

Board of Directcrs Holds First Heeting.(hgv-éxmff>
On Sunday, July 12th, the Board of Directores held a meeting at Mr.
Antetamaso's house 1n Jopvatovne. The major purpose of the meeting was to
discuss the various activities of the HCAS in the immediate future.
There were hovever, two other important items to be discussed and voted on
before ithe meeting could ®e devoted to activities. The first item to be
discussed was whether we should jJoin the Astrc-League and when, should the
decision be made to join. AlY present thought that it would be a good idea
to join, but that the HCAS would be a little pre-mature in doing so now or
in the immediate fuiure, The Board then proceeded to vote that membership
be postponed indefinitely.,
The second item on the agenda was what to do about Sky and Telescope and the
estrictions it mazes on members of organizations before they can receive
S&T at reduced rates. To be able to get S&T at special organizatiom rates,
every adult in our Society would be required to receive the magazine, Since
this would hurt membership because all adults may not wish to receive the
magazine, the Board decided to create a special class of membership that the
people of Sky Publishing Corporation won't know about. This group of members
will be called associate members, and the only difference between them and
full members will be that they don't receive Sky and Telescove. In addition
to the above classes of membership, the Board also decided to create
Sustaining and Supporting membership classes, To do all this, an amendment
to the By-~Laws was needed, The amendment, as it will be presented to the
Society by the Board, appears at the end of the Newsletter, Read If
Carefully.
The last item to be . discussed at this meeting concerned ideas about what the
HCAS can do in the near future. Since our funds are presently limited and
our equipme snt is confined to that which we alrendy have, no projects reguirineg
money or equipment that is beyond our reach could be cov51uer°d seriously.
